1. Transmission Service Requests to/from Sources/Sinks Located in the Control Area Formerly Known as WPEK

Although WPEK was integrated into the SECI BA, SWPP recognizes them as separate transmission zones for AFC calculation and billing purposes. Therefore, when a customer requests transmission service to or from the control area formally known as WPEK*, the Tariff Administrator on duty must ensure AFC impacts are accurately determined and that the proper POR/POD is used for billing purposes. All requests for service involving a source/sink in the MKEC portion of SECI should use a POR/POD of WPEK. This would ensure that the AFC impacts are accurately reflected and billing requirements are satisfied.

*WPEK was renamed MKEC (Mid-Kansas Electric Company).
