SPP Market Participants 
Schedule Approval Process for GPE and LSE
Posted: March 2, 2006

With the implementation of the new SPP Market Source/Sink Requirements (see notice updated March 1, 2006) SPP Market Participants will wish to closely monitor the GPE (source) and LSE (sink) fields of tag and schedules. Per NERC specification, the GPE and LSE have capability for passive approval/active deny in the automated tagging process.    

GPE and LSE denial rights are generally assigned to the SPP Control Area for assets within the CA boundaries. The SPP Electronic Scheduling System (RTOSS) has the ability to allow approval/viewing/denial permission for an SPP Market Participant PSE regarding sources and sinks for which that Market Participant PSE has financial responsibility. 

Market Participant PSE access to view, approve or deny for the schedules in which they have financial responsibility for sources or sinks is a multi-step process which includes:

· Written Agreement between the Market participant PSE and its host Control area regarding specific sources and sink rights

· Market Participant must be set up by OATI to view tags they create

· Market Participant must have access to RTOSS and acquire approval capabilities for OATI

· Training on use of RTOSS

If you are a Market Participant with registered assets in the SPP Market Footprint and you do not currently have access to view/approve/deny source or sink for which you have financial responsibility and you wish to gain this ability
