At 3.30 PM on 8/2/07 SPP will implement changes to Curtailment Adjustment System (CAT)  to reduce the frequency of CAT-runs from 5 minutes to 15 minutes.  This change is related to PRR151 and was approved on 7/9/2007 by the MWG.

With this change, CAT will run automatically every fifteen minutes at xx:05, xx:20, xx:35 and xx:50 and produce five-minute interval solutions. In addition, CAT may run at the other five-minute breakpoints (xx:00, xx:10, xx:15, xx:25, xx:30, xx:40, xx:45 and xx:55), by exception, when TLR conditions change, as follows:

                        

· A new TLR level 2 or higher is issued/re-issued

· A TLR level 2 or higher is either terminated (level 0) or re-issued as level 1.

TLR level 1 re-issuances (from level 1 to level 1), or a first issuance of a TLR as a level 1, or the termination of a TLR level 1 are not exceptional conditions that trigger CAT calculations.
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
