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High Impact Large Load Delivery Point Study Agreement Number HDPSA-2025-Month-XXXX Project Name

This High Impact Large Load Delivery Point Study (“HDPS”) Agreement (“Agreement”), dated as___________________________________, is made and entered by and between Southwest Power Pool, Inc. (“SPP”) and Customer Company Name (“Requestor”). SPP and Requestor shall be referred to individually as a “Party” and collectively as the “Parties.”

WHEREAS, the Parties enter into this Agreement to enable SPP to assess the impacts on the Transmission System caused by the establishment of a new High Impact Large Load delivery point. SPP revision request number 696, which was approved by the Federal Energy Reliability Commission (“FERC”) and made effective on January 15, 2026, established Attachment BA of the SPP Open Access Transmission Tariff (“Tariff”). Attachment BA of the Tariff allows SPP to perform supplement analysis to determine the impacts of any new High Impact Large Load delivery points along with various other requirements. This will be supplemental analysis that will be necessary for those High Impact Large Load delivery points requesting service pursuant to Attachment AQ and Attachment AX. 

WHEREAS, SPP is a Commission approved Regional Transmission Organization administering transmission service;

WHEREAS, the Requestor has provided to SPP a study deposit of $100,000 and a non-refundable application fee in the amount of $10,000 in accordance with the SPP Board approved Attachment BA to the Tariff; 

WHEREAS, the Requestor has agreed to provide an additional $200,000 if SPP determines the need to perform a detailed Electromagnetic Transient (EMT) study, unless the Requestor withdraws this request pursuant to Attachment BA;

WHEREAS, the Parties intend that capitalized terms used herein shall have the same meaning as in the Tariff unless otherwise specified herein; and

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual agreements herein, the Parties agree as follows:

1.0 Performance of Study

SPP agrees to provide all necessary labor, facilities, transportation and supervision necessary to perform the HDPS to evaluate the impact on the Transmission System caused by establishing a new High Impact Large Load delivery point. SPP shall use its sole discretion as to the scope, details and methods used to perform the HDPS.

The Requestor agrees to compensate SPP in accordance with Sections 8.0 and 9.0 of this Agreement and Board approved Attachment BA to the Tariff. The Requestor shall provide information as requested by SPP.

2.0 Scope of Study

A teleconference meeting between SPP and the Requestor, if necessary, shall be held as soon as practical after execution of this Agreement to: (a) review the application, the HDPS, and any known issue that could affect the scope of the HDPS; and (b) develop a scope of HDPS.

The results of the HDPS will identify transmission facilities required to deliver the service that the Requestor has requested and an estimated date the upgrade will be completed and in-service.

Factors to be considered in determining the facilities to be added to the Transmission System will include, but not be limited to, the following:
1. HDPS results;
2. Projected load and resource forecast; Reliability requirements of the existing system based on the criteria of SPP and the Transmission Owner;
3. Requirements of any other party whose facilities in the interconnected transmission network are materially affected by the service requested; and
4. Summary of time for permits, licenses and approvals required for construction to commence and projected time required to construct the facility.

3.0 Engineering Standards

The facility design proposed in the study will use the practices, methods and acts engaged in or approved by a significant portion of the electric utility industry during the relevant time period, or any of the practices, methods and acts which, in the exercise of reasonable judgment in the light of the facts known at the time the decision was made, could have been expected to produce the desired result at the lowest reasonable cost consistent with Good Utility Practices, reliability, safety and expedience. Good Utility Practice is not intended to be limited to the optimum practice method or act to the exclusion of all others, but rather to be a range of acceptable practices, methods or acts.

In all cases, system addition(s) to the electric supply facilities shall maintain or improve the SPP transmission reliability.

4.0 Results of Study

In accordance with Board approved Attachment AB to the Tariff, SPP and Host Transmission Owner shall conduct all necessary studies associated with the delivery point change. In the event that the requested change in delivery point configuration results in significant impact on the Transmission System, SPP will coordinate the studies necessary to evaluate such addition or modification to determine the details and estimated cost of facilities necessary for establishing the requested delivery point and any system additions/upgrades needed to address the impact.

A study report containing results of the HDPS will be issued. The report will include the following, as applicable:
1. Summary of impacted facilities;
2. General descriptions of the existing and proposed facilities;
3. System capabilities;
4. System reliability;
5. Estimated date the transmission upgrade(s) will be completed and in-service;
6. Potential start dates of service; and
7. Third party facilities required if applicable.

5.0 Ownership of Results

Reports, summaries, plans and other documents arising out of this Agreement shall become the property of SPP. All studies, computer input and output data, planning, operating and other documents, workpapers, assumptions, and any other material shall remain in the files of SPP.

6.0 Nondisclosure of Information

The Requestor and SPP shall consider all information provided by SPP and the Requestor and all supporting work papers resulting from SPP’s performance of the services to be proprietary unless such information is available from public sources. Neither the Requestor nor SPP shall publish or disclose proprietary information for any purpose without the prior written consent of the other, except disclosures required by law.  SPP's nondisclosure obligation, however, is subject to SPP's compliance with all applicable regulations and orders.

7.0 Information Requests

SPP may require additional information regarding the Requestor's proposed transactions on the SPP Transmission System. The Requestor shall furnish within ten (10) days, written responses to reasonable requests for information submitted by SPP.

8.0 Rates

The Requestor will pay SPP the actual cost to complete the HDPS and agrees to make an advance deposit of $100,000.00. Additionally, the Requestor will pay SPP an non-refundable application fee of $10,000. If SPP determines that a detailed EMT study is required, the Requestor agrees to make an additional study deposit of $200,000.00.  In order to expedite the study process, the requestor will send SPP evidence of its provision of the required deposits when the deposits are provided to SPP.

The Requestor will be charged the current salary or wage rates, including overheads for the personnel performing the study. Expenses that are directly chargeable to the study shall be determined by SPP. Typical expenses include, but are not limited to, the following:

1. Subcontracted services;
2. Long distance telephone calls;
3. Computer operating time at established rate;
4. Printing and reproduction expense; and
5. Reasonable travel and living expense.

The estimated study cost is based on SPP’s estimate of the actual cost and time for the completion of the HDPS. SPP may not incur charges in excess of $100,000.00 or if SPP identifies the need for detailed EMT studies SPP may not incur charges in excess of $200,000.00 without the prior written consent of the Requestor, provided that if the Requestor does not agree to reimburse SPP for costs in excess of this cap and SPP must incur such costs in excess of the cap, SPP may cease work on the study.

9.0 Payments

Upon completion of the HDPS, the Requestor shall reimburse SPP for the unpaid cost of the HDPS if the cost of the study exceeds the deposit. SPP shall refund the Requestor, with interest, any portion of the deposit that exceeds the cost of the HDPS.

The Requestor shall pay the full amount of the cost of the study within thirty (30) days of the receipt of the invoice. Payments made after the thirty (30) day period shall include interest as provided in Section 7.2 of the Tariff.

10.0 Notices

All notices hereunder shall be in writing and shall be delivered to the parties at the following addresses:

Such notices shall be deemed to have been served when personally delivered or upon receipt as evidenced by a facsimile, U.S. Postal Service receipt of mail, evidence of delivery by a private express mail service, or electronic mail receipt.

11.0 Choice of Law

This Agreement shall be governed by the Federal laws of the United States, and to the extent not inconsistent with Federal law, the laws of the State of Arkansas.

12.0 Force Majeure

An event of Force Majeure means any act of God, labor disturbance, act of the public enemy, war, insurrection, riot, fire, storm or flood, explosion, breakage or accident to machinery or equipment, any Curtailment, order, regulation or restriction imposed by governmental military or lawfully established civilian authorities, or any other cause beyond a Party's control. A Force Majeure event does not include an act of negligence or intentional wrongdoing. Neither SPP, Transmission Owners, nor the Requestor will be considered in default as to any obligation under the Tariff if prevented from fulfilling the obligation due to an event of Force Majeure. However, a Party whose performance under the Tariff is hindered by an event of Force Majeure shall make all reasonable efforts to perform its obligations under the Tariff.

13.0 Indemnity

Indemnification shall be as provided in Section 10.3 of the Tariff.

14.0 Severability

No waiver of any breach of this Agreement shall constitute a waiver of any other breach of the same or any other provisions of this Agreement, and no waiver shall be effective unless granted in writing. In the event that any provision herein shall be illegal or unenforceable, such provision shall be severed from the Agreement. The entire agreement shall not fail, but the balance of the Agreement shall continue in full force and effect.

15.0 Damages

Notwithstanding anything contained herein to the contrary, in no event shall either party hereto be liable to the other for any consequential, punitive, incidental or exemplary damages.

16.0 Entire Agreement

This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement among the Parties with reference to the HDPS provided for herein, and supersedes all prior and contemporaneous understandings or agreements, oral or written, among the Parties with respect to the HDPS.
